Operation SmileOs work in Cambodia
began in 2002 at the invitation of His Excellency Dr. Hong Sun Huot, Member of Parliament, Senior
Minister and Minister of Health. Since that time, Operation Smile volunteers have provided more than
2,200 children with free medical evaluations and more than 1,000 have received life-changing surgery
during international medical missions.

The last mission to Cambodia took place in November 2007 during Operation SniileOs 25
AnniversaryWorld Journey of Smiles, when more than 40 medical and non-medical volunteer team
members from Australia, Canada and the United States worked with a Cambodian medical team in Phnom
Penh. The medical team conducted free physical examinations for 300 children and young adults and
provided surgery for 127 patients suffering with facial deformities.
