o Graduate with specialty training in anesthesia and achieved the highest level of certification
available.

e Current certification and/or license to practice medicine/anesthesia in home country without
restrictions.

e Currently practices anesthesia a minimum of 20 hours a week (adults and pediatrics).

e Provide anesthesia with a minimum of 20 cases per year for children less than 5 years of
age.

e Certified in Pediatric Advanced Life Support (PALS) or equivalent course required.
e Certified in Advanced Cardiac Life Support (ACLS) or equivalent course is recommended.
e Background check as regulated by foundation office.

Specialty Qualifications:

Pediatric Anesthesiologist
e Provide anesthesia with a minimum of 100 cases per year for children less than 5 years of
age.

e Provide anesthesia with a minimum of 40 cases per year for infants (0-1 year of age).

Anesthetist
e Provide anesthesia with an average of 10 cases per month for children less than 5 years of
age.

o Certificate/degree for physician/medical doctor training.

e Specialty diploma, degree, or fellowship in anesthesia.
